RESOLUTION APPROVING REAL ESTATE PURCHASE AND SALE
CONTRACT AND THE PURCHASE BETWEEN THE HENDERSON
CITY-COUNTY AIRPORT BOARD, JOHN MICHAEL DOSSETT,
BRENDA K. DOSSETT, CHRISTOPHER D. DOSSETT, SHIRLEY A.
DOSSETT, DAVID V. DOSSETT AND NINA B. DOSSETT IN THE
AMOUNT OF $710,000.00; AND DIRECTING THE COUNTY
JUDGE/EXECUTIVE TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS WHICH ARE
DEEMED NECESSARY TO EFFECTUATE THE SALE AND
CONVEYANCE OF THE PROPERTY

WHEREAS, the Henderson-Henderson County Airport Board recommends that the
City of Henderson and the Fiscal Court of Henderson County enter into a real estate purchase and
sale contract with John Michael Dossett, Brenda K. Dossett, Christopher D. Dossett, Shirley A.
Dossett, David V. Dossett and Nina B. Dossett , (hereinafter the “Dossetts™) to purchase property
located in Henderson County and containing Fifty Six and Two Tenths (56.2) acres more or less,
which is generally depicted on the attached plat marked Exhibit “A”, for the airport runway
expansion project; and

WHEREAS, all parties agree that the purchase price of the property is $710,000.00,
which will be funded by grant from the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), and the County
Judge/Executive and the Henderson-Henderson County Airport Board recommends that said Real
Estate Purchase and Sale Contract be approved.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the County of Henderson, Kentucky
that the recommendation of the County Judge/Executive and the Henderson-Henderson County
Airport Board is accepted, and the purchase of the “Dossetts” real estate is hereby approved ; and the
Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute all documents as may be necessary to effectuate
the sale and conveyance of the aforesaid property.

We are here to get the Robards Busby Station Rd. drainage to comply with a

previously approved Plan.

After 14 months, Judge McCormick advised by phone on January 14, 2016 that
the Plan was approved to support the soil conservation erosion prevention
system which had been installed on the Bugg farm in October, 2015.

The solution is simple and depends on answers to three questions from this Fiscal
Court.
First-Regarding road management policy guidelines.
Are the policies determined by the elected members of the
Fiscal Court or by the manager responsible for installations and road
services?
Second-Regarding Policy
Is it the policy to perform installations and service for one taxpayer,
but not for another?
Third-Regarding Projects Approved.
Is it the standard practice to perform as specified or to perform
however the crew or manager desires.

We have provided to Judge Schneider details of what needs to happen and will
cover that today.

-It is a very easy fix. Dig the ditch to the depth previously approved.
-Replace culverts with 40 inch diameter at least 12 inches below the tile
draining the field.
-Provide reasonable outlets for the water to exit a three-way trap. That is:
Robards Busby Station Rd.
Csx Railroad
Busby Station Rd.

We have provided three satellite maps for an easy look at the areas.

Map 11-Walter Rd.-Correll property roadside.

Maps 1 through 9 were mailed under cover letter August 26 and August 29. 2016
to Judge Schneider.

Maps 1 through 7 detail what needs to be done.
Maps 8 and 9 relate to the area drainage around the Correll property.

Before I relate to the history of this roadside, at least back to 1987, we are asking
you today:

-To vote your approval or disapproval to complete this correctly. If you
disapprove, we need to hear your reasons.

Since we moved to the farm in 1987, the portion of the RR side ditch has not been
properly cleaned along our property frontage.

At one time years ago, | called Road Supervisor Cummings who initiated cleaning
the ditch, beginning at Busby Station Rd. After most of three weeks the cleaning
had been completed a few feet beyond our North property line. The operator
became ill and was replaced with another operator. That operator skimmed the
ditch and was there for only 5 hours.

During March, 2012, | contacted the Road Supervisor and the Magistrate and
asked they clean the ditch. The drainage was essentially stopped and water from
the farm side was actually draining on the road.

This was the only time | was able to talk with these persons. | would call and get
no return call.

I next talked with Supervisor Dame when | delivered his copy of my April, 2015
letter to seek support for the soil erosion prevention system, scheduled to be
installed at harvest time, 2015. Copies were also delivered to Judge McCormick
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
